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1) Formation of interactive step-by-step guidance (ICT solutions) on safety of small ports 


2) Investments to sustainable and resource efficient infrastructure on land 


3) Mating the small port operators with each other and with seafarers through co-operation activities and marketing. 





There will be 19 Central Baltic small ports with improved services by the end of the project.
